Key Event: The Iran conflict and Russian-Hungarian propaganda narratives targeting 
Ukraine 

Insights: 

●​ Pro-Russian German-language platforms actively link the war in Ukraine with the 
Iran conflict in order to frame the West as a global aggressor and to portray Russia as 
a stabilizing power in international politics. 

●​ Disinformation narratives attempt to delegitimize Western support for Ukraine by 
spreading claims about nuclear escalation, alleged secret military operations, and 
accusations that Western countries are provoking a wider war. 

●​ Ukrainian leadership is repeatedly targeted with personal attacks and manipulative 
claims, including narratives portraying President Zelenskyy as threatening European 
leaders or acting under Western control. 

●​ Several posts aim to undermine trust in European institutions by suggesting 
corruption, money laundering, or illegal financial transfers related to EU support for 
Ukraine. 

●​ Propaganda messaging frequently uses historical revisionism and Nazi-related 
accusations to portray Ukraine and Western governments as extremist or illegitimate 
actors. 

●​ Another recurring narrative frames Ukraine as dependent on Western military and 
financial support, attempting to weaken the perception of Ukrainian agency and 
resilience. 

●​ The Iran-related narratives are used to amplify geopolitical instability and promote 
the idea that global conflicts ultimately benefit Russia economically and politically, 
particularly in the energy sector. 

●​ Overall, the observed content demonstrates a coordinated effort to combine 
geopolitical events with emotionally charged narratives in order to influence 
German-speaking audiences and weaken public support for Ukraine and Western 
policies.

During the reporting period (01–08 March 2026), pro-Russian German-language social 
media platforms actively spread narratives related to the Iran conflict and the war in 
Ukraine. The content aimed to portray Western countries as responsible for escalating 
global tensions while presenting Russia as a stabilizing or benefiting actor. 

Several posts targeted Ukrainian leadership and Western institutions, promoting claims 
about nuclear escalation, corruption, and covert military actions. Overall, the narratives 
sought to influence German-speaking audiences and weaken support for Ukraine and 
Western policies.
